Monthly 
a) Simulate a failure of the supply to the normal lighting for a period sufficient to ensure that each lamp is illuminated either by using a key switch or by cutting power to the lighting circuit via the distribution board (if safe to do so). Check that all luminaries and signs are present, clean and functioning correctly.

b) Restore the supply and check that all indicators show that the normal supply has been restored.

c) For central battery systems, check the correct operation of system monitors.

Annually

In addition to the monthly checks, conduct a discharge test of the full rated duration according to the manufacturer’s information. All full duration tests should wherever possible be undertaken preceding time of low risk to allow for battery recharge.
